Aspects Exercise

Part One Activities Products, and Services

In your small group, select one the represented organizations and list as many activities, products, and services as you can in the time allotted.  Remember to think creatively, and do not focus only on the operational areas, or purely environmental related activities.

Part Two Identifying Aspects

Select one of the activities you noted in Part One and list as many aspects as you can in the time allotted.  Again, be creative and holistic; do not focus only on the waste stream.  Use the attached worksheet if you wish as a prompt.  For each aspect, list as many impacts as you can.

Part Three Select Significance Criteria

As a group, select three or four criteria that will be applied to each aspect to determine significance.  Be clear enough that someone else looking at your aspect list and criteria would likely come up with the same, or very similar subset of significant aspects.

Part Four Identify Significant Aspects

Apply your criteria to the aspect list, using the impact information as a guide, and create a sub-list of significant aspects.  Be prepared to defend why those not identified as significant can be ignored by the EMS from that point on.
